10. AOB
10.1 CC Library – Mike said the Central Council does have a full set of ULSCR annual reports going back from 1992 backwards. Jess will check the UL library’s set of reports. Mike knew that two were missing. Nick J and Mike will sort sending back reports to the CC librarian. Mike said the online library catalogue was not working, Nick J will assist Jacqui in fixing it. 
10.2 Olympics – Mike reported back from his recent meeting regarding ringing during the 2012 London Olympics. They plan to set up intensive one lesson per week over six week courses to teach large numbers of people to ring. They have asked us if we will supply teachers and helpers who would be trained beforehand and paid for their time. A pilot course will run at Leyton or Limehouse. The courses will run on a weekday evening and Saturday morning. The ringing at the time of the Olympics will run at the five towers closest to the Olympic village, these being Leyton, Bow in the Road, West Ham, North Hackney and South Hackney. A rolling programme of the teaching courses will begin once funding from the Ringing Foundation has been procured. Nick H said the UL would be enthusiastic about taking part. 
10.3 Social Events – Clara asked what social events were planned. Guy said he would be polling members on what they would like to see and do and would then email out plans.
10.4 UL library – Jess asked if we could order more ‘one per learner’ books and the committee said go ahead. Jess will use the empty photo albums to catalogue loose photos. 
10.5 Bare Wall – Guy will speak to Phil about painting the area of bare wall that is left after the redundant water tank was removed from the ringing chamber.
10.6 SUA – Nick H said we are still waiting on details from Southampton but there should be a good attendance from the ULSCR.
